Lay people 
who exercise some form of public authority have a special 
responsibility to form their consciences in accord with the 
Church’s faith and the moral law, and to serve the human family 
by upholding human life and dignity.

Eucharistic Saint for Jan – St. Elizabeth Ann Seton 
 

She was born in New York City in 1774 and belonged to New 
York’s high society. Reared a staunch Episcopalian, she learned 
the value of prayer, Scripture and a nightly examination of 
conscience. Elizabeth married a wealthy businessman, but at age 
30, she became widowed and penniless, with five small children 
to support. While in Italy with her dying husband, Elizabeth 
witnessed the Catholic faith in action. Three basic points led her to 
become a Catholic: belief in the Real Presence, devotion to the 
Blessed Mother and conviction that the Catholic Church led back 
to the apostles and to Christ. To support her children, she opened 
a school in Baltimore, from which the Sisters of Charity were 
formed. She died in 1821 and became the first American-born 
citizen to be canonized. Her feast day is January 4th. Learn more 
about her Eucharistic devotion at diocesefwsb.org/eucharist.
