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A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR 
Kelly Tippmann will offer some words this 
weekend about our “Welcoming the Tabernacle” 
campaign, and next weekend we will pass out 
pledge cards. This is our chance to help with the 
effort to renovate our church, bringing the 
tabernacle into the church, replace worn carpet 
and upholstery, and add beauty in our sanctuary.  

Our parish will not ask for money for the Bishop’s Appeal this year.  
Whatever amount you usually give to the Bishop’s Appeal would 
be a good starting point as you consider a pledge. (But please go 
beyond that. Our goal for this campaign is roughly 8 times the 
normal ABA goal!) You can make a pledge over 18 months.

I am very glad that 
our workers finally did decide to go ahead. It was a wonderful 
event. Everything was held outside, and despite a hot day and 
conflicts with our St. Charles football games, we had a wonderful 
turnout and a great day.

For 
those awaiting the results of the race, Mr. Sordelet ran much faster 
than I again this year, but like a gentleman waited for me and we 
crossed the finish line together. There were a few runners behind 
us, but not many.  
 

We congratulate Kathleen Makovic and Maureen Bobilya, who are 
making professions as Third Order Franciscans at our 11:00 a.m.
