A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR

The Covid pandemic is hopefully winding down,
but it is not over yet. We have parishioners who
have reason to be afraid of crowds, and we
need to be considerate of them. While we are
loosening some of the restrictions in our
diocese, Bishop Rhoades has asked us to
spread a reminder that we are still asked to
wear masks at Mass.

This Sunday is a World Day of Prayer for Vocations. We are
praying that more young men and women from our parish will
answer the call to priesthood and religious life. We have
received word that a seminarian will be assigned at St. Charles
for the summer. LeeAllen Fortin will join us the weekend of
May 22. LeeAllen is a familiar face around town; he used to
belong to the Franciscan Friars. We are blessed that he is now
studying for priesthood in our diocese.

We are excited for our children.
