A NOTE FROM THE PASTOR

i|| This is an exciting weekend at St
Charles. First, of course, we are
celebrating the Feast of Corpus Christi.
This is the day in which the Church
focuses on the Body and Blood of
Christ, given to us at Mass. Jesus has
not left us orphans. He gives us the
food that we need to keep him at the
center of our hearts and to find our way
one day to heaven.

It is also an exciting day because two young men from our
parish, Fr. Sam Martinez and Fr. Noah Isch, will stand at
the altar for the first time and offer the Eucharistic Prayer.
In their hands the bread and wine will change into the Body
and Blood of Christ.

Next weekend, will be the final weekend at St. Charles for
Fr. Bobby Krisch, who will be the new Pastor of St. Patrick
in Arcola. We will have a reception for Fr. Bobby in the
school cafeteria after the 11:00 a.m. Mass next Sunday,
June 14. Please stop by and thank him for his three years
of ministry here at St. Charles.
